C. A residential second unit shall not exceed 30% of the maximum Adjusted Floor Area as
calculated in section 20.16.040(A)(2) for the subject lot; but in no case shall the residential
second unit be less than 150 square feet, nor more than 1,000 square feet in floor area.

D. A detached residential second unit that is part of a detached garage shall not exceed
1,500 square feet in total combined garage and residential second unit floor area.

E. A residential second unit shall have a separate exterior access. The exterior access shall
be a standard exterior door and shall be located in a manner that will preserve, to the greatest
extent feasible, the privacy of the primary residence, other accessory structures and any
adjoining residences.

F. A residential second unit shall conform to all site coverage and setback regulations
applicable to the zoning district in which the property is located, except that a new residential
second unit constructed above or below a new attached or detached garage may be located in a
required exterior setback where the garage is otherwise allowed.

G. A detached residential second unit shall not exceed 15 feet in height; or, when located
above a garage, shall not exceed 25 feet in height subject to applicable development standards
of this Chapter.

H. A detached residential second unit shall be compatible with the design, colors and
exterior materials of the primary residence.

I. Off-Street Parking:

Second Unit Size Off Street Parking Spaces Required
700 square feet or less 1
More than 700 square feet 2

1. The location of the required parking space(s) shall not obstruct the parking of the
primary residence, and shall be a minimum of 20 feet in length. At least one of the required
parking spaces for each unit shall be independently accessible at all times.

2. For existing legal, non-conforming residential second units recognized by the
City, no additional off-street parking, beyond the number of spaces currently provided shall be
required for the residential second unit and primary residence, unless the property is redeveloped
according to the Design Review requirements of Chapter 20.66 which may trigger a requirement
to meet current applicable parking standards.

J. An existing legally constructed accessory structure may be converted into a residential
second unit. If the accessory structure is a garage, the conversion shall not eliminate any required off­
street parking.

K. If a project depends upon an exclusion for a residential second unit per paragraph
20.16.040(A)(1)(b)(2) or 20.16.040(A)(1 )(b)(3) in order to comply with the maximum Adjusted Floor
Area in paragraph 20.16.040(A)(2), then a deed restriction identifying the existence of an attached

261 or detached residential second unit on the property and stating that the owners and all
262 successors in interest in the subject property shall maintain the residential second unit as
263 approved in accordance with all applicable City residential second unit standards shall be
264 recorded with the County of Marin and a conformed copy of the recorded document shall be
265 provided to the City of Mill Valley prior to the final inspection for the construction of the project.
266
267 L. The owner of a property on which a residential second unit is to be located shall verify,
268 under penalty of perjury at the time of application for the residential second unit, that one of the two
269 units on the property is or will be their primary residence.
270
271 M. The owner of a property on which an approved residential second unit is to be located shall
272 be subject to the payment of all sewer, water, school district and other applicable fees, and to the
273 water meter requirements of the Marin Municipal Water District.
274
275 SECTION 3:
276
277 The City Council has determined that these amendments are exempt from the requirements of the
278 California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to Section 15305 of the California Environmental
279 Quality Act (CEQA) guidelines, which exempts minor alterations in land use limitations which do not result
280 in any changes to density, and pursuant to Section 15061 (b)(3) of the Califomia Environmental Quality
281 Act (CEQA) guidelines, because there ls no possibility that it will create a signif icant effect on the
282 environment.
283
284 SECTION 4:
285
286 This ordinance and the various parts thereof are hereby declared to be severable. Should any section of
287 this ordinance be declared by the courts to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not affect the
288 validity of the ordinance as a whole, or any portion thereof other than the section so declared to be
289 unconstitutional or invalid.
290
291 SECTION 5:
292
293 This Ordinance shall be published once in full before its final passage in a newspaper of general
294 circulation, published and circulated in the City of Mill Valley and shall be in full force and effect thirty (30)
295 days after its final passage.
