III. Review of Documents & Workbook / Conditions & Trends 
· Younger generation not driving as much and has less attachment to cars.
· Due to cost (insurance, car and gas); saving $; saving resources.  

· Need to figure out how to foster this trend—ideas such as new housing close to transit; potentially housing with less parking; more vibrant transit system and alternative methods of travel

· Alternative Transportation - Shuttle/jitney 

· Could help with shopping local; school travel (reduce car trips), and large population working from home

· Constraint may include funding and financing such a service.  School buses were taken out of service with funding cuts related to Prop 13.

· Could possibly share resources with specific target groups, such as the Redwoods, Chamber of Commerce, Schools

· Could establish a Ride Share program (formal or informal in town).  Discussion of the plaza as a location. 

·  Smaller houses with 2nd units (rather than 1 large house)
· Could provide an opportunity to address aging population, as well as adding low income housing into the City’s housing stock

· May want to consider changing zoning to allow for 2nd units on smaller lots.

· Work at Home & Home Occupations

· May want to review home occupancy requirements in association with home and local business 

· Vehicle Trips per Day

· Mill Valley households average 11 trips or more per day (includes deliveries and services made to the household). The group discussed how to reduce this number of trips, especially non-work trips.  Ideas included more mixed use areas to allow for live/work opportunities and proximity to shopping, schools, etc. Transit first policies can also encourage the use of transit and/or building near such corridors.  Miller corridor discussed.
